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TAJUK UTAMA: 

INDEKS HARGA PENGGUNA (IHP) MENURUN SEBANYAK 0.6 PERATUS BAGI BULAN 

OKTOBER 2022 BERBANDING SEPTEMBER 2022 

1. Bagi bulan Oktober 2022, Indeks Harga Pengguna (IHP) menurun sebanyak 0.6 peratus 

berbanding dengan bulan September 2022. Ini adalah disebabkan oleh penurunan Indeks 

Bukan Makanan sebanyak 0.8 peratus. Walau bagaimanapun, Indeks Makanan dan Minuman 

Ringan menunjukkan peningkatan sebanyak 0.1 peratus. 

2. Penurunan Indeks Bukan Makanan adalah disebabkan oleh Pakaian dan Kasut sebanyak 4.0 

peratus; Pengangkutan 2.2 peratus; dan Perhubungan 1.0 peratus. Penurunan bagi harga 

Pakaian dan Kasut adalah terutamanya disebabkan oleh harga pakaian selaras dengan 

promosi jualan murah yang telah diadakan oleh beberapa premis di Negara Brunei 

Darussalam. Di samping itu, penurunan bagi Pengangkutan adalah disebabkan oleh 

penurunan harga tiket penerbangan. Manakala, harga Perhubungan menurun disebabkan 

oleh penurunan harga perkhidmatan telefon dan telefaks. 

3. Walau bagaimanapun, harga Makanan dan Minuman Ringan telah mencatatkan peningkatan 

disebabkan oleh kenaikan harga kategori makanan seperti Beras dan Bijirin 0.5 peratus; Buah-

Buahan 0.5 peratus; dan Ikan dan Makanan Laut 0.2 peratus. Peningkatan harga Beras dan 

Bijirin adalah terutamanya disumbangkan oleh kenaikan harga bahan-bahan mentah bagi kek, 

pastri dan biskut. Manakala, kenaikan harga buah bukan tropikal yang diimpot adalah 

penyumbang utama bagi peningkatan harga Buah-Buahan, yang antaralain disebabkan oleh 

kos input pengeluaran di negara-negara pembekal dan kos pengangkutan dan logistik yang 

meningkat. Di samping itu, peningkatan harga Ikan dan Makanan Laut adalah terutamanya 

disumbangkan oleh kenaikan harga udang yang disebabkan oleh bekalan udang yang terjejas 

akibat daripada cuaca yang tidak menentu. 

4. Berbanding dengan bulan Oktober 2021, IHP meningkat sebanyak 3.5 peratus. Peningkatan 

IHP ini adalah selaras dengan peningkatan harga Makanan dan Minuman Ringan, dan harga 

Bukan Makanan masing-masing sebanyak 6.1 peratus dan 2.9 peratus. 

5. IHP mengukur perubahan harga barangan dan perkhidmatan yang dibayar oleh pengguna 

dalam satu tempoh masa yang ditetapkan dan dikumpulkan setiap bulan. Senarai barangan 

dan perkhidmatan dalam IHP adalah berdasarkan maklumat perbelanjaan purata sebuah 

keluarga yang diperolehi melalui Kajian Perbelanjaan Keluarga. Laporan penuh IHP bagi 

bulan Oktober 2022 boleh didapati di laman sesawang JPES melalui 

https://deps.mofe.gov.bn.

CONSUMER PRICE INDEX (CPI) DECREASED BY 0.6 PER CENT FOR OCTOBER 2022 

COMPARED TO SEPTEMBER 2022 

 

1. In October 2022, the Consumer Price Index (CPI) decreased by 0.6 per cent as compared 

to September 2022. This was driven by the decrease in Non-Food Index by 0.8 per cent. 

However, Food and Non-Alcoholic Beverages Index showed an increase of 0.1 per cent. 

 
2. The decrease in Non-Food Index was driven by Clothing and Footwear 4.0 per cent; 

Transport 2.2 per cent; and Communication 1.0 per cent. The fall in the prices of Clothing 

and Footwear was mainly due to the price of clothing which was in line with the sales 

promotion hosted by several premises in the country. In addition, the decrease in Transport 

was contributed by the decrease in air fares. Furthermore, the drop in Communication prices 

was due to lower prices in telephone and telefax services.   

3. On the other hand, the increase in Food and Non-Alcoholic Beverages was due to the rise in 

food prices such as Rice and Cereals 0.5 per cent; Fruits 0.5 per cent; and Fish and Seafood 

0.2 per cent. The increase in Rice and Cereals was mainly due to the price hike of input 

materials for cakes, pastries and biscuits. Meanwhile, imported non-tropical fruits were the 

main contributor to the increase in the prices of Fruits, among others, due to increase in 

production input cost in producing countries as well as logistics and transportation costs. 

Furthermore, the rise in the prices of Fish and Seafood was mainly contributed by the 

increase in price of prawns caused by the supply of prawns being affected by the 

unpredictable weather. 

4. As compared to October 2021, the CPI had increased by 3.5 per cent. The rise in the CPI 

was parallel with the increase in prices of Food and Non-Alcoholic Beverages, and Non-Food 

prices by 6.1 per cent and 2.9 per cent respectively.  

5. The CPI is a measure of price changes of goods and services paid by the consumer in a 

specified period and compiled on a monthly basis. The list of goods and services in the CPI 

is based on the average expenditure per household from the Household Expenditure Survey.
